Only Parents’ income counts!)

 Second and third hand smoke can 
affect a child’s ability to learn.  
  Third-hand smoke is the residue that 
Is left after smoking has occurred and  
builds up on furnishings and surfaces. 
Tobacco smoke is made up of types of 
gases and matters, such as 
carcinogens, arsenic, lead, and 
cyanide.
